THE PAWEł EDMUND STRZELECKI AWARD – TERMS AND CONDITIONS
Concerning the Paweł Edmund Strzelecki Award granted during the NATIONAL MEETING OF TRAVELERS, SAILORS AND MOUNTAINEERS and during the “KOLOSY” AWARDS FINALS
TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1 GOAL AND FOUNDER

1.1 The Paweł Edmund Strzelecki Award for travelers is directed at persons documenting an interesting image of present-day migrations – people, occurrences or events related to it during their travels

1.2 The Award is characterized by its prestigious and financial dimensions.  It is awarded for projects realized in the preceding year. The Award amounts to 5 000 PLN.

1.3 The patron of the Award is personified by Paweł Edmund Strzelecki – a distinguished Polish traveler, explorer, discoverer, and the first Pole to attempt an individual scientific expedition around the world.

1.4 The Paweł Edmund Strzelecki Award is funded by the Emigration Museum in Gdynia.

1.5 The Award is presented annually on the occasion of the National Meeting of Travelers, Sailors, and Mountaineers, during the “Kolosy” Awards Finals.

2. TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

2.1 The Award may be applied for by individuals or groups of people.

2.2 The “Application for the Paweł Edmund Strzelecki Award” form must be filled out, signed, and submitted together with the film or photography material (300 dpi resolution) and a text file containing the description of the contents of the report..  The above must be sent to the Emigration Museum ibn Gdynia headquarters.

2.3 The film materials do not have to be accompanied with a text file containing the description of the report. However, this condition must be fulfilled in case of a photo reports..

2.4 The Application for the Award must be signed by the person who produced the documentary material or – in the case of group applications – the person responsible for the realization of the project.  Submission of the Application is equal to declaring that the Applicant is in possession of the consent of the person featured in the material to use their image and/or declaring that the material be publicly reproduced, and does not infringe the limitations thereof.

2.5 The “Application for the Paweł Edmund Strzelecki Award” form may be downloaded from the website www.muzeumemigracji.pl

2.6 The laureate will be invited to present the documentary and the circumstances of its production during the National Meeting of Travelers, Sailor, and Mountaineers.

2.7 The Funder does not cover or reimburse any expenses incurred by the Applicant’s participation in the Meetings, such as travel costs, accommodation, or catering.

2.8 Participation in the competition and submittal of participant’s work is equal to expressing the consent to presenting the submitted report or its fragment in the Award’s promotional materials accompanied by author’s full name, as well as on the radio, television or electronic media of the Emigration Museum in Gdynia.  The Organizers are not granted the right to alter the submitted works and may not use them for purposes other than the promotion of the competition.

3 LAUREATE SELECTION CRITERIA

3.1 The Laureate(s) will be selected by the Jury and the Director of the Emigration Museum in Gdynia.

3.2 The Chapter will proceed with the selection of the Award’s laureate(s) from the Applications filed according to chapter 2 of this regulation, taking into consideration its content and originality.

4 THE LAUREATE

4.1 Upon receiving the Award, the Laureate will – without any charges - transfer the property rights for the awarded material to the Funder of the Award together with the right to its unlimited and repeated use by the Organizer of the Award on any medium, including the public presentation of it as a whole or any of its parts. The Laureate will also prepare a presentation of the material for the next edition of the National Meeting of Travelers, Sailors, and Mountaineers KOLOSY. .

4.2 The Laureate is responsible for the applicable winning tax according to the regulations of the Income Tax Law, which will be charged by the Funder and transferred to the corresponding Tax Office as indicated by the Laureate.

5 DEADLINES

5.1 The final deadline for the Applications for the award presented in 2015 is January 5, 2015. The date on the postmark is binding.

5.2 The presentation of the Award will take place during the “Kolosy” Awards.

6 FINAL PROVISIONS

6.1 The funder allows granting additional prizes funded by sponsors.

6.2 The Award is of subjective character.  The Funder reserves the right not to grant the Award after having assessed the filed Applications and their accompanying material.

6.3 The verdict is final and cannot be subject to appeal.
